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In the Community 

In 2024, AGE of Central Texas launched
AGE in the Community, a new initiative
designed to bring our services and
resources closer to the people who need
them most. Through strategic partnerships
and grassroots outreach, we expanded
beyond our walls and into neighborhoods
across Central Texas, working to eliminate
barriers that prevent older adults and
family caregivers from accessing vital
support. 

One of the ways we brought this initiative
to life was by launching new Durable
Medical Equipment (DME) Lending Closets
in partnership with local community
organizations. These closets offer free
access to essential medical equipment
such as walkers, wheelchairs, and shower
chairs for older adults and family
caregivers who may not be able to afford
or easily access these items. 

By removing financial and logistical
barriers, these partnerships ensure that
more individuals across Central Texas
can maintain their safety, mobility, and
independence at home. 

Each lending closet is stocked through
community donations and managed in
collaboration with trusted local
partners, making it a truly grassroots
solution to a growing need.
